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Requirements

The Miss Washington’s Outstanding Teen Pageant is an open pageant.  An “open pageant” means that any young woman meeting the criteria below can compete for the title of Miss Washington’s Outstanding Teen.  You do not have to compete in a local program before coming to the state competition!


To compete in the Miss Washington’s Outstanding Teen program, you need commitment, perseverance, talent and ambition.  You must also meet the following criteria:
· Be a young lady between the ages of 13 and 17. 
· Must be 13 by local program first competition date or first state competition date or/cannot be 18 yrs old by July 31st of competition year unless you have not graduated High School.
· Be a United States citizen. 

· Meet residency requirements for competing in Washington State (6 months or longer). 

· Meet character criteria as set forth by the Miss America's Outstanding Teen Organization

· Be in reasonably good health to meet the job requirements. 

· Be able to meet the time commitment and responsibilities as set forth by the MWAOTeen program. 

· Must not be eligible to compete in the Miss America Competition. (Graduate from HS and be between the ages of 18-25).
You will be asked to present a talent.  You will need to select a community service initiative that you would like to dedicate your year to promoting and volunteer for.  You will need to write an essay about your community service initiative, and provide a contestant resume (see our website for more detailed forms).  You will be asked to mentor a Princess age 7-11.  You will be required to use your marketing skills to promote yourself and the Organization by selling two pages of advertising for the Keepsake Program Book.  You will need to plan to attend Teen Forum Workshop Weekend, be available for the entire Pageant Weekend, and be available to represent your state at Miss America’s Outstanding Teen in July in Orlando, Florida should you be selected as this year’s winner!
